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1 Introduction 

When you are developing applications you may save parts of your work into a library so that your 

work may be re-used again and again in your future projects. This is a great way to save your efforts, 

time, and your money. 

Limnor allows you to package your libraries and distribute (or sell) your libraries to other developers. 

You may also install libraries other developers created. 

 

You use menu “File|Library”  to access libraries: 
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You may use Limnor library management tools to create and delete libraries; distribute and install 

libraries; add and delete items in libraries. 

 

 

2 Create New Library 

To create a new library click button . It asks you to provide a library name: 
 

 

Created library is displayed on the left pane: 
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3 Delete and Undelete Library 

If you decide to remove a library then you may select the library and click button .  
Deleted libraries will not appear on the left pane. But the library files are still in the Lib sub folder of 

the Limnor folder: 

 

You may undelete libraries by clicking button . . But if you manually delete library files then 
you can no longer undelete the libraries. 

 

4 Create Library Item Categories 

Before talking about how to create library items, we talk about creating categories first because library 

items may be put into categories for easier access. Categories are used to group library items in a 

hierarchy way. 

Click button  to create a category. A library or a category must be selected when creating a new 

category. When you click , if a library is selected then the new category created will become a 
root category of the library; if a category is selected then the new category created will become a sub-

category of the selected category.

If you want to remove a category and all its sub-categories, click button . 

5 Create Library Items 

A library item can be one or more controls (performers) or a page, together with actions and action 

lists used as event handlers. Library items can be used in any applications for creating new controls 

and new pages.  

To create a library item following steps below: 

5.1 Copy contents for the new item 

Option 1: copy one or more controls. Select the control(s) you want to use for the new library item, 

right-click on the selection, choose menu “Edit|Copy” . 

 
In the above example, 3 controls are selected. These controls and their event handlers will become the

contents of the new library item. 

 

Option 1: copy one page. You may also use a page as the contents of the new library item. Right-

click on a page; choose menu “Edit|Copy” . 

 

5.2 Create New Item 

Click button , a dialogue box appears to let you specify library item and description: 

 

6 Delete a Library Item 

To delete a library item, select that item and click button : 
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7 Link Library Items to Categories 

 

Categories are used to group library items in a hierarchy way so that it will be easy for you to find 

library items. 

When you are creating a new library item if a category is selected then that new library item is 

automatically linked to that category. 

One library item can be linked to many categories. To link an item to a category, drop the item and 

drop it to the category: 

 

Note that when you select a category, not only library items linked to that category will be displayed, 

but all items linked to all sub-categories will also be displayed: 

 

 

8 Remove Library Items from Categories 

To remove a library item from a category, select the category the item is linked to, select the item, then 

click button .

Note that you must choose the category that the item is linked to, not the parent categories. In the 

above example, clicking button  will do nothing if you choose category “Combine 

Components” . 

 

9 Use Library Items 

To use a library item, open the page you want the new items to be created on, drag the item and drop it 

to the page. New performers will be created on the page based on the contents of the library items. 

Event handlers will also be created. 

If a library item is a page then dropping it to any page will create a new page on your project. 

 

10 Library Distribution  

You may package your libraries for distributing them to other computers or sell them to other 

developers. 

To distribute a library, select the library and click button : 

 

The selected library will be packaged into a CAB file. You need to choose a folder to hold the CAB 
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file: 

 
Click OK button. A CAB file will be created using the same name as the library name: 

 
In the above example, the file name is LIBRARYA.CAB. You may distribute this file to other 

computers or sell it to other developers. 

11 Install Library 

If you get a library distribution file ( a CAB file) then you may install the library so that you may use 

the library items in your applications. 

Click button  to install a library. 

Select the distribution file you want to install, click OK button:
